® Set the Hardware Toggle Switch to the desired platform and plug in the USB cable.

- Do not plug in the USB cable while pushing any buttons, switches, or moving the joystick.
- When plugging in the USB connector, ensure that it is facing the correct direction.

Troubleshooting

If this product does not function as desired, please check the following:

@ Pushing the PS Button does not turn on the PlayStation®5 console / PlayStation®4 console

not turn on when the PS Button is pressed.

How to Remove Buttons

1) Remove the quick disconnect blade
connectors connected to each button.

Quick disconnect

- When removing the quick disconnect blade connectors, 2~ blade connector

remove while pressing the area shown in the diagram to the right.

* When installing a button, insert the blade connectors as far as it will go.
Refer to the cable wiring diagram below when wiring each button.
